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Dear fellow colleagues and friends from many world locations, who live and work with Client Centered-Approach and/or the Person Centered-Approach,
We have the pleasure to invite you all to the XII International Forum for the Person-Centered Approach and to the X Brazilian Forum for the Person-Centered Approach, which will both take place from May 26th to June 1st of 2013 in Praia das Fontes, in Ceará, Northeast Brazil.
While at the XI International Forum of PCA (Russia, 2010), our State of Ceará, Brazil, was appointed as the forthcoming roof of this transcultural event within Humanistic Psychology. The prospect of joining efforts with our larger national community was a decision later feasible during the IX Brazilian Forum (Island of Marajó – Pará State, 2011), an issue that would resonate in terms of enriching encounters for the Person-Centered Approach here in Brazil and abroad, within a joint space of possibilities. Our Organizing Committee members reflects this great diversity of theoretical perspectives concerning the Person-Centered Approach, a fact that may partly express a consistent position of Humanistic Psychology shared with our common history and developments in Ceará, since the beginning of the decade of 1970. 
This big Forum will take place at Coliseum hotel, at Praia das Fontes (http://www.coliseumhotel.com.br/), 80 km away from Fortaleza, in Northeast of Brazil. It is a beautiful beach with a few inhabitants native local fisherman, a warm-water-sea, some water fountains directly from the cliffs, sand dunes and great space for those who search for contact with nature, with themselves and with people who make and think the Person Centered Approach all over the world. We envisioned this outstanding place as a welcoming surrounding for such residential week-long gathering where different languages and cultures would connect those who think and work with the Person Centered-Approach.
Being a key strategy for the uniqueness of collectively-driven discussions and a tool for learning about diversity and difference as it unfolds in the midst of the very interpersonal engagements, the experiential context for large Community Meetings (“Grupão”, as we would call in Brazil) will creatively encounter the significance of refining the layers and knowledge built with the references of the Person Centered-Approach. Therefore, participants are all qualified to submit their proposals in terms of ideas and written articles, workshops and interventions, round tables and books launching, photography exhibitions, movies presentations and other languages of expression/communication, also including scientific papers for those aiming at a publication in a Brazilian Academic Journal (languages are English, Spanish and Portuguese). 
Our transversal working theme also acknowledges this multiplicity of understandings and applications under the scope of the Person-Centered Approach, for which we outline “Carl Rogers and the Contemporary Perspectives of his Thoughts” as our program slogan. Other information concerning tuition, formularies and references for publications will be soon provided for those interested.
Please, feel kindly invited to visit our Country and to have an active and meaningful participation at the International Forum and the Brazilian Forum for the Person-Centered Approach. We hope to see you at Praia das Fontes in May 2013!
